Lindisfarne Castle

Lindisfarne Castle, perched atop
arocky cragis an exciting
attraction with a timeless
romance. Originally an
Elizabethan fort, this 16th
Century miniature castle was
converted by Sir Edwin Lutyens
into a private Edwardian holiday
home for Edward Hudson,
founder of Country Life
Magazine. Lutyens' sympathetic
conversion preserved some of
the old fort's structure amidst his
dramatic new features. Inside,
the intimate furnished rooms
look out over the walled garden
planned in 1911 by Gertrude
Jekyll.

Near to the entrance you can
also view the traditional
upturned boats, as well as the
lime kilns, once part of an
important industry on theisland.

Access: Property on avery
steep slope, with steps, trip and
slip hazards and low doorways.
No Dogs (assistance dogs only)
or rucksacks allowed inside the
castle.

Lindisfarne Priory

Lindisfarne Priory was and still
remains one of the most
important centres of British
Christianity. Today, it offers the
perfect island escape - a place of
peace and spirituality.

The priory, founded in AD 635,
is famed as the home and
original burial ground of

St Cuthbert, wholived on
Lindisfarne until his death in
AD 687. His remains were
exhumed 11 years later and
found to be undecayed - a sure
sign of sanctity. The tranquility
was disturbed when Viking
raiders invaded theisland in
AD7S3.

Hear all about the enthralling
story of the monks and Vikings
in the fascinating visitor centre
and gift shop. Take in
spectacular views of the coast,
stroll around the atmospheric
ruins of this tranquil setting and
see the stunning rainbow arch.
Be thrilled by live action and
living history events in the
priory grounds every spring and
summer.

On the edge of Britain, land and
water meet. Shifting sands and
tides combine to create the dunes,
saltmarsh and mudflats of the
Lindisfarne National Nature
Reserve, home to a fascinating
array of wildlife. The reserve is
managed by Natural England to
protect habitats and wildlife for

your enjoyment.

The nature reserve can be enjoyed all year round, with
beautiful orchids in the summer months and migrant
birds in the spring and autumn. Wintering birds include
short-eared owls and the rare light-bellied brent goose
which migrates from Svalbard within the Arctic Circle.

The Snook

St Cuthbert's Way and St Oswald's
Way.

Close to the dunes, the grassland is

grazed in late summer. This helps
orchids, other wildflowers and
insects such as the dark green
fritillary butterfly to thrive.

Curlews,
redshank, bar-tailed godwit and
the much smaller dunlin can be
seen from autumn onwards.

Holy Island Timeline

635 Theisland is given to St Aidan by the Anglo-Saxon King
Oswald as a base from which the pagan Northumbrians
would be converted to Christianity.

685 Cuthbert becomes Bishop but dies in 687 on Inner Farne.

698 Lindisfarne Gospels begun. The community becomes the
centre of the cult of St Cuthbert.

793 First Viking raid, monastery attacked and plundered.

875 Further Viking raids and monastery abandoned. Monks flee
with St Cuthbert's remains.

1082 Priory re-founded. Island becomes known as ‘Holy Island

1122 Parish Church of St Mary's built.

1536 After dissolution of Monastery, the small community of
Monks leave to return to Durham.

1549 Castle built.

1790 Coal pits in operation.

1791 Enclosure Act encloses agricultural land on the Island.
Permission granted to install first limekiln.

1860s -

1900 Limestone extraction and limeburning,

1902 Edward Hudson, founder of Country Life Magazine, acquires
the castle.

1903 Sir Edwin Lutyens restores the castle.

1911 Gertrude Jekyll's walled garden begun.

1944 Castle handed over to the National Trust.

1954 First section of tarmac causeway built.

1956 Mains electricity and Artesian well water supplies completed.

1958 HM Queen Elizabeth visits island.

1961 Sewage system installed.

1964 Lindisfarne National Nature Reserve designated.

1966 Causeway completed.

1996 Holy Island of Lindisfarne Community Development Trust
founded.

1998 School is “mothballed” as there are no pupils.

1999 First affordable housing project completed providing rented
homes for locals.

2000 Lindisfarne Centre opened in Marygate.

2000 School re-opens.

2008 Prince Edward visits island.

2008 Viking Exhibition installed
in Lindisfarne Centre.

2010 Second affordable
